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Drawing inspiration from "travel" and 
"school days," this charming cafe 
occupies a repurposed eyewear 
store. The nostalgic interior, 
featuring well-loved blackboards and 
retro silverware, recreates the 
delightful atmosphere of a Japanese 
school lunch. It’s the perfect spot to 
slow down and enjoy old-fashioned 
treats in a cozy, timeless setting.

A beloved local bakery dedicated 
to crafting bread that highlights 
the rich, natural flavor of wheat. 
Their diverse selection, made with 
a slow fermentation process, is 
so popular that each item has its 
own loyal following. Long queues 
often form before opening, so an 
early visit is highly recommended.
